Discernment

Give therefore to thy servant an understanding heart 
to judge thy people and to discern 
between good and bad. 
(1 Kings 3:9)
Do not be conformed to this world,

but be transformed by the renewing of your minds,

so that you may discern what is the will of God.

(Romans 12:2)

The Bible contains more high mysticism than all other books. But it requires study of certain fundamental spiritual principles to discern it. Spiritual things are spiritually discerned. Unless you call on your own innate spiritual light you cannot appreciate spiritual insight of those who wrote the books of the Bible. (Charles Fillmore, in Jesus Christ Heals, p. 139)

According to John Dalzell, curator of the International Bowling Museum and Hall of Fame in St. Louis, during the seventh and eighth centuries, German churchgoers employed a form of bowling to discern whether their actions were pleasing to God. Using the clubs they carried for protection to represent the devil, they would stand them on their blunt ends and attempt to knock them over with a ball. Successfully toppling the clubs was a sure sign that you were living a proper Christian life. (Donna Verry Dee, in Catholic Digest)
The eye represents the discerning capacity of the mind. “My eyes are no longer darkened by thoughts of deception, concealment, or lust. The cleansing life and light of Spirit makes pure and clean these eyes, and through all-seeing Mind I have spiritual vision.” (Charles & Cora Fillmore, in Teach Us to Pray, p. 154)
Genesis 35:23-26: Reuben, whose name means “behold a son,” “vision of the son,” represents faith in its aspect of discernment, of sight in the outer. Reuben like Simeon bespeaks understanding. (Charles Fillmore, in Mysteries of Genesis, p. 274)
Often it’s when you step out by faith that your troubles really start. But that doesn’t mean that you discerned God’s will incorrectly in your decision to step out. (Russ Johnston, in God Can Make It Happen, p. 72)
The monarch butterfly can discern tastes between 12,000 times more subtle than those perceivable by human taste buds. (David Louis, in Fascinating Facts)
Faith in the spiritual man quickens spiritual understanding. Peter believed that Jesus was the Messiah; his faith opened his spiritual discernment, and he saw the living Christ back of the personal mask worn by Jesus. (Charles Fillmore, in The Twelve Powers of Man, p. 17) 
Persons who are quickened spiritually can do very much greater works through the law of faith than those who are still in the material consciousness; and once having discerned the power of Spirit, we should be on our guard and send forth on every occasion exalted ideas of the spiritual. (Charles Fillmore, in Jesus Christ Heals, p. 103)
The writings of the Hebrew prophets are good examples of original inspiration, which is wisdom. Solomon was famous for his wisdom. Jehovah appeared to him in a dream and said: “Ask what I shall give thee.” Solomon replied: “Give thy servant therefore an understanding heart to judge thy people, that I may discern between good and evil.” (Charles Fillmore, in The Twelve Powers of Man, p. 84)
Intuition, judgment, wisdom, justice, discernment, pure knowing, and profound understanding are natural to man. All these qualities, and many more, belong to every one of us by and through his divine sonship. “I said, Ye are gods, and all of you sons of the Most High!” the Christ proclaims in us all. Paul saw Christ waiting at the door of every soul, when he wrote: “Awake, thou that sleepest, and arise from the dead, and Christ shall shine upon thee.” (Charles Fillmore, in The Twelve Powers of Man, p. 47) 
No disciple can do any great overcoming work without a certain realization of spiritual power, dominion, mastery. Without power, one easily gives up to temporal laws, man-made. The psychic atmosphere is filled with thoughts that are not in harmony with Divine Mind. These psychic thoughts are legion, and to overcome them one must be on one’s guard. Jesus said, “Watch.” This means that we should quicken our discernment and our ability to choose between the good and the evil. (Charles Fillmore, in The Twelve Powers of Man, p. 66) 
The material body and mind are temporal, but the real man is spiritual and eternal. The identity of the real man is not lost, but found through this explanation; for the conscious infinitude of existence and of all identity is thereby discerned and remains unchanged. (Mary Baker Eddy, in Science and Health)
Spiritual discernment reveals that we are now in the dawn of a new era, that the old methods of supply and support are fast passing away, and that new methods are waiting to be brought forth. In the coming commerce man will not be a slave to money. Humanity’s daily needs will be met in ways that are not now thought practical. We shall serve for the joy of serving and prosperity will flow to us and through us in streams of plenty. The supply and support that love and zeal will set in motion are not as yet largely used by man, but those who have tested their providing power and loud in their praise. (Charles Fillmore, in Prosperity, p. 9)
Spiritual insight or discernment shows us that Divine Mind, which created in the beginning, must still be carrying forward the universe and the man that it originally conceived. It also shows us that by projecting the perfect picture of ourselves that God projected we shall behold its perfect manifestation. (Charles & Cora Fillmore, in Teach Us to Pray, p. 71)
If you want to know about Spirit, you will have to take up spiritual ways. You cannot go to the realm of Spirit by traveling the lower road. The road to the realm of Spirit does not lie on the map of the earth, and no man has found it in his physical geography. That spiritual things “are spiritually discerned” was the discovery of someone long ago, but He had no copyright on it. To Him it was a revelation, just as it will be to you and everyone when it dawns on the consciousness. It is a great advantage to the spiritual seeker to make this discovery. Millions of persons in every age have tried to find Spirit through matter and material ways, but they have remained unsuccessful to the dust. (Charles Fillmore, in Jesus Christ Heals, p. 92)
You may be wondering why you have failed to get spiritual illumination or to find the consciousness of spiritual substance. Perhaps the reason is here: a lack of room for the true thoughts because other thoughts fill your mind. If you are not receiving the spiritual understanding you feel you should have, you should search your mind carefully for unforgiving thoughts. “Thoughts are things” and occupy space in the mind realm. They have substance and form and may easily be taken as permanent by one not endowed with spiritual discernment. They bring forth fruit according to the seed ideas planted in the mind, but they are not enduring unless founded in Spirit. (Charles Fillmore, in Prosperity, p. 117)
I often think these days that we are all in too much of a rush, trying to do too much, and still failing to discern and do the very things that would mean most. So much that we think and do, surely, would not be done by one in the Jesus Christ consciousness. So much that we think we need would not be desired by one conscious of the spiritual resources. (Myrtle Fillmore’s Healing Letters, p. 18)
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
